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Across the province students in grades 6-12 are participating in the NB Student Wellness Survey. As part of 

the Provincial Wellness Strategy, the New Brunswick Department of Wellness, Culture and Sport in collabora-

tion with the University of New Brunswick have undertaken a research project to investigate the wellness be-

haviours of all students in grades 6-12 across the province. Students will be asked questions about their eating 

and physical activity habits, how connected they feel to their school, and some questions about tobacco use. 

Your co-operation in permitting your child to take part in 

this survey is greatly appreciated. However, there is no penalty of any kind if he/she does not participate. A 

student who has parental permission to participate, but indicates a desire to not take part, will not be required 

to participate in the survey. If you and your child agree to participate now, but later have a change of mind, 

either you or your son/daughter may choose to withdraw at any time.  A permission form was  sent home with  

your child a week ago for you to sign. It is very important that the permission forms be returned to SMS 

by Wednesday Feb. 3rd, since these have to be sent on to the research group  to determine numbers for 

the actual  survey which will take place on Feb. 18, 2010. Thank you for your understanding and participa-

tion in this information gathering process.

In Growing Up Online, FRONTLINE takes viewers inside the very public private worlds that kids are creating online, 
raising important questions about how the Internet is transforming childhood. "The Internet and the digital world was 

something that belonged to adults, and now it's something that really is the province of teenagers, " says C.J. Pascoe, a 

postdoctoral scholar with the University of California, Berkeley's Digital Youth Research project. 

"They're able to have a private space, even while they're still at home. They're able to communicate with their friends 
and have an entire social life outside of the purview of their parents, without actually having to leave the house." 

As more and more kids grow up online, parents are finding themselves on the outside looking in.  At school, teachers are 

trying to figure out how to reach a generation that no longer reads books or newspapers.
